Pertubuhan Bangsa-Bangsa Bersatu (PBB) telah melancarkan Agenda 2030 pada tahun 2015 yang
memfokuskan kepada pembangunan mampan. Malaysia bersama 192 negara anggota PBB yang lain telah
menyatakan komitmen masing-masing dalam menyokong dan melaksanakan SDG seterusnya mencapai
matlamat dan sasaran yang ditetapkan. Terdapat 248 indikator (231 indikator unik) dalam rangka kerja
indikator global pada 2022 berdasarkan penambahbaikan yang dipersetujui semasa sesi ke 53 United
Nations Statistical Commission (UNSC) pada Mac 2022.

Selaku focal point dalam pembangunan Indikator SDG di peringkat nasional, DOSM telah menerbitkan
The Initial Assessment of the SDG Indicators for Malaysia, 2018 dan tiga laporan Indikator SDG bagi tahun
2018, 2019 dan 2020. National SDG Progress Monitoring System atau SDG Dashboard juga telah
dibangunkan pada 2019 sebagai platform komunikasi indikator SDG dengan menggunakan paparan
yang interaktif.

Buat julung kalinya pada tahun ini, DOSM telah menghasilkan lima (5) laporan yang meliputi Ringkasan
Eksekutif dan empat (4) pelaporan mengikut tema lima (5) bidang tumpuan SDG iaitu
Kemajuan Masyarakat (Matlamat 1, 2, 3, 4 dan 5), Kemakmuran (Matlamat 7, 8, 9, 10, dan 11),
Penjagaan Bumi (Matlamat 6, 12, 13, 14 dan 15), Keamanan (Matlamat 16) dan Kerjasama (Matlamat 17).
Pembangunan indikator bagi tahun 2021 telah bertambah baik dengan 71 peratus indikator (175 daripada
248 indikator global) berstatus tersedia berbanding 59 peratus pada 2020. DOSM menggunakan pelbagai
mekanisme untuk meningkatkan ketersediaan SDG indikator iaitu Banci Penduduk dan Perumahan 2020,
instrumen survei baharu - Survei Indikator Isi Rumah Nasional (NHIS), Banci Ekonomi 2023 dan Banci
Pertanian 2024 serta kerjasama dan komitmen agensi ke arah menyediakan indikator tambahan. Justeru,
usaha ini menyumbang kepada peningkatan dalam bilangan indikator yang tersedia.

Ringkasan Eksekutif ini meliputi lima (5) bahagian utama. Bahagian pertama dan kedua mengandungi
Snapshot Pencapaian Indikator SDG dan Ringkasan Eksekutif. Bahagian ketiga memaparkan Artikel dan
seterusnya Bahagian keempat membentangkan Penilaian Ketersediaan Indikator SDG.

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Preface

The United Nations (UN) has launched the 2030 Agenda in 2015 focusing on the sustainable development.
Malaysia along with other 192 UN Member States has expressed its commitment to support and implement
the SDGs, thus achieving set goals and targets. There are 248 indicators (231 unique indicators) in the
global indicator framework in 2022 based on the refinement agreed during the 53" Session of the United
Nations Statistical Commission (UNSC) in March 2022.

As the focal point in SDG Indicators development at national level, DOSM has published The Initial
Assessment of the SDG Indicators for Malaysia, 2018 and three SDG Indicators Report for 2018, 2019 and
2020. National SDG Progress Monitoring System or SDG Dashboard has also been developed in 2019 as
a communication platform of SDG indicators using interactive visualisation.

For the first time this year, DOSM is producing five (5) reports including the Executive Summary and four
(4) reports based on five (5) focus areas of SDG, namely People (Goal 1, 2, 3, 4 and 5), Prosperity (Goal 7,
8, 9, 10 and 11), Planet (Goal 6, 12, 13, 14 and 15), Peace (Goal 16) and Partnership (Goal 17). The
development of indicators for 2021 has improved to 71 per cent available indicators (175 out of 248 global
indicators) as compared to 59 per cent in 2020. DOSM uses various mechanisms to improve the availability
of SDG indicators namely Population and Housing Census 2020, a new survey instrument - National
Household Indicators Survey (NHIS), Economic Census 2023 and Agriculture Census 2024 as well as the
cooperation and commitment of agencies towards providing additional indicators. Thus, these effort
contribute to the increase in the number of available indicators.

This Executive Summary consists of five (5) parts. The first and second part contain the Snapshot
Summary of SDG Indicators Achievement and Executive Summary. The third part presented the Article and
followed by the Assessment of the Availability of SDG Indicators at the fourth part. The last part is the
available SDG Indicator Statistics.

This report serves as an important reference to government, academicians, private sectors, local
authorities, non-governmental organization (NGOs) and individuals as an input for policy formulation,
monitoring and evaluating the effectiveness of the national development programs as well as research.

DOSM telah mula membangunkan
indikator SDG Malaysia bersama-sama Kementerian dan Agensi melalui bengkel, mesyuarat dan libat urus
bermula 2016. DOSM telah menerbitkan The Initial Assessment of the SDG Indicators for
Malaysia, pada 2018 yang memaparkan status penilaian ketersediaan indikator SDG Malaysia iaitu
118 indikator daripada 244 indikator global. Laporan tersebut turut dijajarkan dengan Kajian Separuh
Penggal RMK-11 (KSP RMK11). Bermula 2019, DOSM telah menerbitkan Laporan Indikator SDG Malaysia
secara tahunan. Laporan ini akan membantu Kerajaan dalam membuat pengukuran SDG ke arah
pencapaian Agenda 2030. Bagi meningkatkan literasi dan sebaran SDG, DOSM dengan kerjasama United
Nations Country Team (UNCT) telah membangunkan SDG Dashboard pada Mac 2019. Dashboard ini
memaparkan data SDG yang terkini dalam bentuk carta dan geospatial secara interaktif.

E Impak COVID-19 kepada SDG

Perintah Kawalan Pergerakan (PKP) yang dilaksanakan pada tahun 2020 dan 2021 telah memberi kesan
terhadap sektor ekonomi, sosial dan alam sekitar seterusnya menjejaskan pencapaian Agenda 2030.
Walaubagaimanapun, disebalik kesan negatif ini, terdapat indikator SDG yang menunjukkan kesan
positif pada 2021. Bagi bidang tumpuan Kemajuan Masyarakat, kadar kematian berpunca daripada
kemalangan jalan raya telah berkurang daripada 14.3 peratus pada tahun 2020 kepada 13.9 peratus pada
2021. Bagi bidang tumpuan Kemakmuran, kadar kecerderaan pekerjaan bagi setiap 100,000 pekerja
menurun kepada 141 pada 2021 berbanding daripada 216 tahun sebelumnya.

Kesan positif turut dapat dilihat pada bidang tumpuan Penjagaan Bumi iaitu peningkatan kualiti air marin
berdasarkan pengukuran Indeks Kualiti Air Marin Malaysia (IKAMM) di 368 stesen pantai, muara sungai
dan pulau. Kesemua jenis stesen menunjukan peningkatan bilangan stesen bagi kategori Cemerlang
dalam pengukuran IKAMM pada 2021. Bilangan stesen kualiti marin di kawasan pantai meningkat
16 peratus kepada 85 stesen, bilangan stesen kualiti marin di kawasan muara sungai meningkat 5 peratus
kepada tujuh stesen dan bilangan stesen kualiti marin di kawasan pulau meningkat 7 peratus kepada
53 stesen. Bidang tumpuan Keamanan menunjukkan bilangan mangsa pembunuhan bagi jenayah
kekerasan yang dilaporkan kepada PDRM menurun kepada 243 pada 2021 berbanding 253 kes tahun
2020. Kes mencederakan turut berkurang kepada 4,063 kes berbanding 4,118 kes pada 2020. Bagi
bidang tumpuan Kerjasama, penggunaan internet dalam kalangan masyarakat Malaysia telah meningkat
dengan ketara kepada 96.8 peratus (2021) berbanding 89.6 peratus (2020).

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EXECUTIVE SUMMARY

SDG Implementation in Malaysia

The 2030 Sustainable Development Goals (SDG) Agenda was launched in 2015 by the United Nations
(UN) which focuses on development to achieve a better and more sustainable future for all based on the
collection of global goals, targets and indicators. Malaysia together with 192 other UN member countries
have expressed their respective commitments in supporting and implementing the SDGs in order to
achieve the 17 goals and 169 targets set for the 15-year period of 2016-2030.

The National SDG Council was established in October 2016 and chaired by the Prime Minister to plan and
monitor the implementation of the SDGs.

The governance structure of the national SDG has been improved and approved during the National SDG
Council Meeting on 5 September 2022 chaired by the Prime Minister of Malaysia. The new national SDG
governance structure is as follows:

The SDG Steering Committee is chaired by YB Minister in the Prime Minister's Department (Economy)
with the role of monitoring the progress of SDG implementation and reporting to the National SDG
Council. The Technical Committee chaired by the Director General of Economic Planning Unit (EPU),
Prime Minister Office (PMO) is responsible for preparing the SDG Roadmap, monitoring the progress of
SDG targets, identifying issues and reporting to the National SDG Council & SDG Steering Committee.
There are seven Working Committees represented by members from government ministries/ departments,
state governments, United Nations agencies, the private sector, Civil Society Organisation (CSO)/
Non-Governmental Organisation (NGO) and academics. DOSM is a member under each Working
Committee and acts as the Focal Point in the development of SDG indicators.

Economic Planning Unit is Malaysia's SDG lead agency and is responsible for developing the SDG
Roadmap, monitoring SDG progress and reporting to the National SDG Council regarding SDG
implementation in Malaysia.

The implementation of the SDGs in Malaysia can be divided into 3 phases, namely:

* Phase 1 starts in 2016 until 2020;
* Phase 2 starts in 2021 until 2025; and
* Phase 3 starts in 2026 until 2030.

The availability of indicators/ statistics is important that needs to be prioritised in realising national
development based on statistical evidence.

SDG Indicators, Malaysia, 2021 I . . .
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To support the monitoring and reporting of the Agenda at the global level, Malaysia has presented the
Voluntary National Review (VNR 2017) at the Global High-level Political Forum (HLPF) for the first time.
This report presents Malaysia's achievements for selected SDG Goals. The VNR theme was "Eradicating
poverty and promoting Malaysia's prosperity in a changing world". In July 2021, Malaysia presented the
Voluntary National Review 2021 (VNR 2021) which uses a 'whole nation' approach in the implementation of
the SDGs. VNR 2021 is reporting of Malaysia's SDG progress for the period 2016 to 2019/ 2020 based on
the theme set by the UN.

Malaysia's commitment to the implementation of the SDGs has been expressed in the Mid-Term Review of
the Eleventh Malaysia Plan (11MP-MTR), the Twelfth Malaysia Plan (12MP) and the Shared Prosperity
Vision 2020 (WKB 2030).

Availability of SDG Indicators

The global indicator framework was adopted by the United Nations General Assembly in resolution 71/313
which consists of 244 global indicators designed to measure 17 goals and 169 targets. During the
51% Session of the United Nation Statistical Commission in March 2020, the indicator framework was
reviewed and 247 indicators were adopted. The latest number of global SDG indicators is 248 based on the
results of the 53" Session of the United Nation Statistical Commission in March 2022.

Malaysia has used the SDG indicator framework to measure the country's SDG achievements since 2016,
which includes social, economic and environmental aspects. DOSM has started developing Malaysia's
SDG indicators together with Ministries and Agencies through workshops, meetings and engagements
starting in 2016. DOSM has published The Initial Assessment of the SDG Indicators for Malaysia, in 2018
which displays the assessment status of the availability of Malaysia's SDG indicators which is
118 indicators out of 244 global indicators. The report is also aligned with Mid-Term Review of the
Eleventh Malaysia Plan (11MP-MTR). Starting 2019, DOSM has published the Malaysia SDG Indicator
Report annually. This report will assist the Government in making SDG measurements towards the
achievement of Agenda 2030. In order to increase SDG literacy and dissemination, DOSM in collaboration
with United Nations Country Team (UNCT) has developed a SDG Dashboard in March 2019. This
dashboard displays the latest SDG data in the form of interactive charts and geospatial.

Based on the continuous efforts of DOSM and agencies in the development of indicators, the
availability of indicators has increased to 175 indicators (71%) in 2021 as compared to 146 indicators
(2020), 128 indicators (2019) and 99 indicators (2018).

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Achievement of the availability of SDG indicators, 2021

All Goals have exceeded 50 percent except for Goal 6: Clean Water and Sanitation (45%). The goal with
the highest indicator availability is Goal 4: Quality Education (100%) followed by Goal 9: Industry,
Innovation and Infrastructure (92%) and Goal 3: Good health and well-being (89%). Based on the
continuous efforts between DOSM and other agencies in the development of indicators, the availability of
indicators has increased to 175 indicators out of 248 global indicators (71%) which is an increase of
29 new indicators.

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The executive summary presents a snapshot of the available SDG indicator achievements as well as the
assessment status of 248 SDG indicators. Available SDG indicator statistics are also reported to facilitate
user reference. Meanwhile, the statistical tables are included in four separate publications according to the
five Focus Areas.

The People Focus Area covers five goals which are Goal 1. No Poverty, Goal 2: Zero Hunger,
Goal 3: Good Health and Well-Being, Goal 4: Quality Education and Goal 5: Gender Equality.

The Prosperity Focus Area covers five goals namely Goal 7: Affordable and Clean Energy,
Goal 8: Decent Work and Economic Growth, Goal 9: Industry, Innovation and Infrastructure,
Goal 10: Reduced Inequalities and Goal 11: Sustainable Cities and Communities.

The Planet Focus Area covers five goals namely Goal 6: Clean Water and Sanitation,
Goal 12: Responsible Consumption and Production, Goal 13: Climate Action, Goal 14: Life Below Water
and Goal 15: Life on Land.

The Peace and Partnership Focus Areas cover two goals namely Goal 16: Peace, Justice and Strong
Institutions and Goal 17: Partnerships for the Goals.

E Impact COVID-19 Pandemic to SDG

The Movement Control Order (MCQO) which been implemented in 2020 and 2021 has affected the
economic, social and environmental sectors and also affecting the achievement of the 2030 Agenda.
However, despite this negative impact, there were SDG indicators that showed a positive impact in 2021.
For People focus area, the death rate caused by road accidents has decreased from 14.3 per cent in 2020
to 13.9 per cent in 2021. For Prosperity focus area, the occupational injury rate per 100,000 workers
decreased to 143 in 2021 as compared to 218 in the previous year.

Positive affects can also be seen in the Planet focus area whereby marine water quality based on the
measurement of the Malaysian Marine Water Quality Index (MMWQ)I) at 368 in coastal, estuary and island
stations has improved. All types of stations showed an increase in the number of stations for the Excellent
category in the MMWQI measurement in 2021. The number of marine quality stations in coastal areas
increased by 16 per cent to 85 stations, the number of marine quality stations in river estuary areas
increased by 5 per cent to seven stations and the number of marine quality stations in the island areas
increased by 7 per cent to 53 stations. Peace focus area showed the number of victims of murder for
violent crimes reported to Royal Malaysia Police (RMP) decreased to 243 in 2021 as compared to 253
cases in 2020. Cases of injury also decreased to 4,063 cases as compared to 4,118 cases in 2020. For
Partnership focus area, the use of the internet has increased significantly to 96.8 per cent (2021) as
compared to 89.6 per cent (2020).

Universiti Malaysia Terengganu

Tanah dan lautan saling berkaitan dengan matlamat pembangunan mampan secara global yang meluas,
termasuklah peningkatan ketahanan terhadap krisis iklim, keselamatan makanan dan penambahbaikan
ekuiti sosial. Pemahaman dan pengurusan yang lebih baik daripada aspek kemampanan bermula dengan
penggunaan tanah, tenaga dan makanan, pengurusan sisa, perikanan mampan sehingga kepada
ekosistem kesihatan bertujuan untuk mengurangkan pencemaran. Menyedari bahawa pengurusan sumber
mampan adalah memerlukan kerjasama rentas sempadan serta libatsama daripada pelbagai sektor pada
tahap yang belum pernah dicapai sebelum ini. Malaysia menyokong penggunaan sains sebagai panduan
kepada perundangan negara dan antarabangsa dalam mengawal selia penggunaan sumber dan
melindungi alam sekitar.

Universiti dijadikan sebagai institusi yang tertinggi dalam pembelajaran, komunikasi, pertukaran idea dan
pemikiran. Selain itu, universiti menyediakan data dan mengesahkan penemuan, pengetahuan dan
maklumat untuk disebarkan dalam pembuatan keputusan yang rasional kepada pembuat dasar demi
manfaat penyelidik, pelajar dan masyarakat.

Penglibatan komuniti dalam
penyelidikan juga menjadi tarikan dan diterima orang ramai, sekali gus mengukuhkan reputasi universiti
untuk masyarakat. Saintis komuniti bukan saintis profesional dan datang daripada pelbagai latar belakang.
Mereka berminat melibatkan diri dalam khalayak umum dan penyelidikan untuk menangani masalah;
mengetengahkan keutamaan penyelidikan; mereka bentuk penyelidikan bersama; pendokumenan data,
membantu kerajaan dan universiti dalam membuat dasar, serta menyokong dan menyumbang kepada
perubahan.

Zon Maritim Malaysia (ZMM) adalah 569,845 km persegi adalah lebih luas jika dibandingkan dengan
kawasan daratan iaitu 329,758 km persegi. Walau bagaimanapun, hanya 32% daripada dasar lautan ZMM
telah diukur secara liputan penuh (sumber: PHN). Tambahan pula, SDG 14 (14.5) menyasarkan
pemuliharaan sebanyak 10% kawasan marin negara menjelang 2020, Malaysia hanya berjaya memulihara
sebanyak 5.4%. Selari dengan ini, banyak pihak berkepentingan lautan di Malaysia terlibat secara aktif
dengan Inisiatif Segitiga Karang mengenai Terumbu Karang, Perikanan dan Keselamatan Makanan
(CTI-CFF), yang menggalakkan pengurusan yang lebih baik bagi ekosistem terumbu karang dan pesisir
pantai yang signifikan secara global. Justeru, peningkatan perolehan dan aksesibiliti data lautan dapat
menjadi faktor penentu dalam menyokong penjagaan sumber marin dan melestarikan pengurusan aset
marin.

Pengurusan lautan yang holistik dan mampan harus mempertimbangkan keseluruhan ekosistem, termasuk
manusia, untuk mengekalkan ekosistem dalam keadaan yang sihat, produktif dan berdaya tahan supaya
dapat menyediakan perkhidmatan yang dikehendaki dan diperlukan oleh manusia. Maklumat dan
pengetahuan untuk menyokong strategi ini wujud; namun masih terhad. UMT, melalui Pusat Tadbir Urus
Lautan di INOS, dengan kerjasama Jabatan Perikanan Malaysia sedang membangunkan Pelan
Pengurusan Mampan untuk Taman Laut Labuan menggunakan data saintifik dan sains sosial yang sedia
ada di UMT.

Krisis yang dicetuskan oleh pandemik COVID-19 telah mengubah dunia secara tidak dijangka. Pada masa
yang sama ia telah memberi kesedaran yang tinggi bagaimana objektif perniagaan serta dasar kerajaan
memberi kesan kepada masyarakat dan persekitaran. Justeru, di peringkat global mahupun di Malaysia,
permintaan kepada amalan dan perlaksanaan prinsip mesra alam sekitar, sosial dan tadbir urus
Environmental, Social and Governance (ESG) yang positif adalah lebih ketara berbanding dahulu, selaras
dengan iltizam sektor kerajaan dan sektor swasta untuk mempromosikan dan memajukan matlamat
kelestarian masing-masing. Walau bagaimanapun, ketersedian data ESG yang masih terhad di Malaysia
yang mewujudkan kekangan dalam usaha untuk mempergiatkan lagi penerapan nilai-nilai dan amalan
ESG.

Menyedari peranan penting penyertaan sektor swasta untuk membolehkan pencapaian Matlamat
Pembangunan Mampan (SDG) di Malaysia, UN Global Compact Network Malaysia & Brunei (UNGCMYB)
telah bekerjasama dengan pelbagai agensi kerajaan, syarikat dan Nottingham University Business School
untuk menghasilkan 'Laporan Nadi Kelestarian Perniagaan Malaysia 2022', dalam usaha untuk lebih
memahami tahap penerapan amalan berkaitan kelestarian di sektor swasta.

Survei yang dilaksanakan melibatkan 261 responden (yang terdiri dari Syarikat Tersenarai Awam, Syarikat
Berkaitan Kerajaan, Perbadanan Multinasional dan Perusahaan Mikro, Kecil dan Sederhana (PMKS))
merentasi pelbagai sektor. Penemuan ini mungkin tidak dapat digeneralisasikan bagi mewakili populasi
secara keseluruhannya. Berikut adalah hasil penemuan utama:

Pemacu Utama Kemampanan Korporat

Hampir 50 peratus daripada responden bersetuju bahawa kerajaan dan pelanggan adalah pemacu utama
kelestarian (Carta 1). Sebaliknya, pemberi pinjaman dan pembekal adalah pemacu kemampanan yang
paling tidak penting.

Kepentingan Kelestarian Kewangan

Walaupun terdapat pertumbuhan yang luar biasa
dalam pasaran Kelestarian Kewangan di Malaysia
sejak beberapa tahun kebelakangan ini, 33 peratus
responden menyatakan bahawa mereka ‘tiada
rancangan untuk kelestarian kewangan'.

The land and ocean are inextricably linked to much broader global sustainable development goals,
including increased resilience to the climate crisis, food security and improved social equity. The
understanding and better management of the many aspects of sustainability ranging from land-use, power
and food consumption, waste management, sustainable fisheries to ecosystem health to reduce pollution.
Realising that the sustainable management of resources requires collaboration across borders and sectors
through a variety of partnerships, and on a level that has not been previously achieved. Malaysia advocates
the use of science to advise national and international legislation to regulate the use of the resources and
protect the environment.

Universities are set on the pinnacle of learning, communication, circulation of ideas and thoughts. Apart for
that, universities provide data and discoveries verification, knowledge and information dissemination for the
policy makers to benefit researchers, students, and society. The roles of universities also expand to
strengthen the communities in which they reside by sharing their science communication activities and
methodologies, engaging with the locals or becoming sources of policy advice. Hence, it is important for the
university to reach down to the grassroots and meet the local community in order to understand the
problems, learn and re-learn, co-create projects with the local experts, some of which have the advantage
with the local knowledge. Local communities participation is part of the big picture of Sustainable
Development Goals (SDG) agenda. Public participation in science and citizen science projects which
involve non-professionals taking part in crowd sourcing, data analysis and collection will be able to break
down big tasks into understandable components.

For Universiti Malaysia Terengganu (UMT), the rising interest and involvement of citizen scientists who are
engaging in science and research activities are viewed as a boon. It allows UMT to expand research into
new areas and explore the investigation of problems previously beyond the means of a single researcher or
a limited number of researchers. Involving citizens in research also makes it more compelling and
acceptable to the public, thereby strengthening the reputation of universities for society. Citizen scientists
are not professional scientists and come from different backgrounds. They are passionately engaged in
public and research to address problems; highlighting research priorities; co-designing research;
documentation of data, assist government and university in policy making, advocate for and contribute to
change. Their contribution can be seen at par with professional or fulltime scientists. In a nutshell, a citizen
scientist can bring together researchers, policy makers, practitioners and also the public by working
together to address issues such as food security, maritime, community livelihood and biodiversity which can
align with the 2030 Agenda for Sustainable Development Goals (SDGs). UMT has made efforts to appoint
some villagers within Setiu Wetlands as citizen scientists. Some initiatives were done collaboratively with
industries and non-governmental organization (NGOs), namely SeaKeepers project HOPE with MMS, RHB
for coral protection and sea-turtles, World Wide Fund for Nature Malaysia (WWF-Malaysia), Setiu Wetland
Ecotourism Discovery (ECOSWED) and Friends of Setiu.

The Path towards Malaysia’s Ocean Culture and Consciousness

Malaysia's dynamic coastline, extraordinarily diverse
marine resources, and international shipping route
should empower Malaysia to strive towards
becoming an exemplary coastal nation and a key
player in fulfilling our international obligation for the
SDG 14 targets. Malaysia is committed to fulfil these
targets through various programs and platforms.
However, these efforts are not without challenges
and hindrances.

Accessibility to Ocean Baseline Data

Our fragmented and sectoral approach is the
conundrum that challenges Malaysia when
managing ocean resources and activities. The
need for collective effort and coordination is crucial
to support the future we want for our ocean and
community nexus. Hence, a framework purposely
crafted with interest solely in promoting ocean
culture and creating ocean consciousness at
various levels of society is crucial.

Baseline ocean data encompasses anything related to the ocean's properties, including geological,

physical, biological and chemical parameters. Data acquisition is often motivated and funded based on
projects and short-term activities without a long-term national repository to record available data that any
ocean stakeholders have collected. For example, within Universiti Malaysia Terengganu (UMT), a local
database is being developed by Institute of Oceanography and Environment (INOS) to curate metadata of
data collected by researchers within UMT. Currently, the database is only made accessible in-house, with
the future to accommodate public access. Some of the data collected are depth, current speed, direction,
conductivity and species data. However, these data are sparse and very limited in comparison to the

breadth of the ocean.

of available and accessible data to ocean
stakeholders. NHC, with its Marine Geospatial 2050
program, is an opportunity for the government to use
as a platform to allow all ocean stakeholders to
participate. To better support the SDG, NHC can be
mandated to coordinate collection efforts and
improve data access. In addition, communication
between government agencies and institutions can
be further established to encourage full utilisation of
government assets, ensure better standards of
ocean data acquisition, and increase data usage
while minimising costs and time.

Marine Protected Areas, or Marine Parks in Malaysia, are a small portion of the extensive area of our
ocean. The maritime area of Malaysia is approximately 569,845 sq. km is vast in comparison to Malaysia's
landmass of 329,758 sq. km. However, only 32% of this area has been surveyed for full coverage seabed
data. (source: NHC). Furthermore, according to the SDG 14 target 14.5, which is to conserve 10% of the
national marine areas by 2020, we are currently at 5.4%. In parallel to this, many ocean stakeholders from
Malaysia are actively involved with the Coral Triangle Initiative on Coral Reefs, Fisheries and Food Security
(CTI-CFF), which promotes improved management of the globally-significant coral reef and coastal
ecosystems. Therefore, increasing high-quality ocean baseline data will be a decisive factor in supporting
the protection of marine biodiversity and sustainable management of our marine assets.

A holistic and sustainable ocean management should consider the entire ecosystem, including humans, to
maintain an ecosystem in a healthy, productive and resilient condition so it can provide the services
humans want and need. The information and knowledge to underpin these strategies exist; however, they
are still lacking. UMT, via the Centre of Ocean Governance in INOS, in partnership with DOF to develop a
Sustainable Management Plan for Taman Laut Labuan using scientific and social sciences data to support
effective ocean management. This is one evidence of the importance of a national ocean data repository to
support better ocean management nationwide.

Ultimately, a national ocean data and seabed mapping coordination program that serves the ocean
community and stakeholders to support informed decision-making for sustainable ocean management will
be the way to nurture ocean culture and consciousness. Essentially, partnerships and coordination between
government agencies, NGOs, research institutions and stakeholders should be mandatory to allow each
one to play their role in contributing towards the fulfilment of SDG 14.

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The Pulse of Business Sustainability in Malaysia

As one of the most widely reaching crises, the COVID-19 pandemic has changed the world in the most
unexpected ways. Simultaneously, this disruption has also led to a greater realisation of how business
objectives, and government policies, can impact society and the planet. Globally, and in Malaysia, the
demand for positive Environment, Social, and Governance (ESG) behaviour is stronger than ever, as both
the government and private sector organisations gear up on actions to promote and advance their
sustainability related ambitions. Despite the tremendous opportunities that ESG data can bring to improve
Malaysia’s sustainability landscape, its availability (especially private sector ESG data) remains scarce.

Given the crucial role of private sector participation needed to enable the attainment of Malaysia’s SDGs,
UN Global Compact Network Malaysia & Brunei (UNGCMYB), in collaboration with various government
agencies, corporations and Nottingham University Business School jointly developed a ‘Malaysia
Businesses Sustainability Pulse Report 2022’ to better understand the extent of sustainability related
practices within the private sector.

The survey garnered 261 respondents (Public Listed Companies, Government-linked companies, MNCs,
and SMEs) across various sectors. The findings may not be generalised to represent the population. Below
are some key findings:

Key Drivers of Corporate Sustainability

Almost 50 per cent of the respondents strongly agreed that the government and customers are key drivers
of sustainability (Chart 1). On the other hand, lenders and suppliers appear as the least important drivers of
sustainability. This finding calls for reqular engagement between policy makers, regulators and business on
sustainability matters to enable better exchange of views to formulate best fit sustainability policies that
would have high levels of buy-in from the private sector.

An interesting observation is that larger corporations place a heavier emphasis on ‘environmental’ and
‘social’ aspects over ‘economic/ financial’ when talking about sustainability; whereas SMEs place
‘economic/ financial’ aspects as their primary focus, and ‘social’ benefits as secondary. The focus on the ‘E’
and ‘S’ component by the former may be due to them being pressured by global or larger players in their
value chain; whereas for SMEs, the economic aspect is still their priority amidst inflationary and global
recession pressures.

As early as March 2020, Malaysia has implemented the Movement Control Order (MCQO) which aims to
curb the spread of the COVID-19 from continuing to spread among the community. The COVID-19
pandemic has put pressure on individuals, communities and countries from health, economic, social and
political aspects. A large number of Malaysians are affected by this crisis such as losing their jobs and
income as well as suffering from health problems and further threatening the survival of the entire
community.

Adaptation to the new norm also presents challenges to the community such as instructions to wear face
masks, online learning, working from home and social distancing practices. Society and business
organisations are imposed with higher costs to ensure that standard operating procedures (SOP),
technology and facilities are met throughout the pandemic period. In this regard, the Malaysian
government, the private sector and non-governmental organisations (NGOs) have worked together in
channeling various types of aid and the target groups. Among the assistance provided to ease the cost of
living include training and skills programs, moratorium, business funds, protection schemes and others. The
target group comprise heads of families, children, women, the elderly, person with disabilities, businessmen
and the bottom 40 percent household group according to the needs and difficulties faced. The assistance
and initiatives that have been provided are summarised in Table 1.
